* The survey was based on the same questionnaire and
conducted in Serbia, Kosovo and Albania during the
first three weeks of October 2013.

* The survey covered representative samples of citizens.
In Serbia, a number of 1200 citizens was interviewed,
including a sub-sample of 200 citizens in Southern
Serbia (the municipalities of Preshevo, Bujanovac and
Medvedja). The survey in Kosovo encompassed 1119
respondents including 100 ethnic Serbs residing in
Northern Kosovo. In Albania, 1100 citizens were
interviewed.
